Realizing the animal was in danger she threw her leash to Damien.  She
told him to get the dogs to the house, and to come back and help her.  She
took off running to the little blob of brown, not really sure what it was.
She scooped it up and sat down.  It was a little puppy totally dehydrated
and emaciated. Hearing a noise in the tall grass she found two more
puppies, one so bad off that it could not stand.  Damien helped her get
all three back to the Sanctuary.  After pulling off the fleas and ticks and
getting them settled, she went to the kitchen to make a mush of food and
sent Damien to get Pedialyte at the country store.  She then spent three
days staying up with the pups feeding them every hour.  The pup that
was staggering across the canal was named Prayer, for to her he was the
answer to her many prayers and worries.   At the moment of holding
them she sat there for a second just talking to them, kissing them, hold-
ing them close and telling them it was going to be ok.
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At that very moment, she was thankful that she had been laid off.  Otherwise these babies would have
died.  The one little girl was named Twibbie in honor of a friends dog and the runt who could not stand
was named Gabriel so that he would have a guardian angel watching over him. After the first day
Prayer and Twibbie were doing much better.  Although they had white gums and were weak they were
eager to eat.  Gabriel on the other hand was not doing well.  Gabriel was not interested in eating and
would only eat if fed with a syringe and that was a long process as he would only swallow if forced to.
Gabriel soon became Palena's mission.  Wrapping him in a baby blanket and rocking him like a baby,
singing to him and telling him he could not give up. Again prayers were answered as although it
seemed he was not improving like the others, he also was not getting worse.  Hour after hour she sat
with them, wrapping them in blankets, telling them it was ok they were going to make it.  By the fifth
day Gabriel gave her a surprise and stood and walked, not far but he did walk.  By the weeks end all
three were eating on their own.  They are safe, they are going to make it, and hopefully they will soon
find new homes. Love and commitment to giving life truly does work.  Now after two weeks they will
get their vaccines and in another week be up for adoption.



Choos ing  the  r igh t  dog . . . .
Before you adopt a dog,  here are some
quest ions  to  answer .

The most  impor tant  quest ion is  “Why
do  I  wan t  a  dog?”

I f  you  wan t  a  compan ion  tha t  s i t s  i n
your  l ap ,  se lec t  a  sma l l  b reed  o f  dog
l i ke  a  Ma l tese ,  Yorksh i re  Ter r ie r ,  o r
Ch ihuahua .   I f  you  a re  look ing  fo r  a
dog for  phys ica l  ac t iv i ty  l ike  running
or throwing the frisbee, pick a Labrador,
Boxer,  Jack Russel l  Terr ier,  and i f  h igh
energy  leve l ,  Border  Co l l i e .   I f  you

are looking for  a combinat ion,  a mixed breed dog may be the answer.  I  have a Chihuahua/
Pap i l lon  Mix  tha t  en joys  c l imb ing  on  my lap  ye t  loves  to  run  and p lay .

What  i s  your  fami l y  env i ronment?   I f  you  have  ch i l d ren ,  you  wan t  to  p i ck  a  dog  tha t
has  a  ca lm na tu re  and  soc ia l i zes  we l l  such  as  a  go lden  re t r i eve r ,  co l l i es ,  pugs ,  and
boxers .   I f  you  have  ch i l d ren  under  e igh t ,  a  sma l l  dog  such  as  a  Ch ihuahua  may  no t  be
a  good  cho ice .   Ch i ld ren  wh i le  p lay ing  may  become too  rough  and  cause  in ju ry  to  the
dog  o r  the  dog  may  b i te  ou t  o f  i ns t i nc t  o f  p ro tec t ing  i t se l f .  A l so ,  i t  i s  ve ry  impor tan t
tha t  eve ryone  agree  on  the  dog  you  choose .   Dogs  can  sense  when  someone  does  no t
l ike  them.

Nex t ,  ask  yourse l f   “How much  t ime  do  I  have  to  spend  w i th  a  dog?”   Dogs  a re  soc ia l
an ima ls  by  na tu re .   To  have  a  we l l  ad jus ted  dog ,  you  need  to  spend  t ime  p lay ing  and
soc ia l i z ing  w i th  them.    I f  your  schedu le  i s  f i l l ed  w i th  ac t i v i t i es  p lanned  f rom the  t ime
you  wake  up  un t i l  you  go  back  to  s leep ,  when  w i l l  t he  dog  ge t  exe rc i sed ,  b rushed ,  and
have   t ime  to  i n te rac t  w i th  o the r  an ima ls?  Dogs  a re  soc ia l  an ima ls  and  need  t ime  no t
on ly  w i th  humans  bu t  a l so  o the r  dogs .  F ina l l y  you  need  to  ask  yourse l f  i f  a  dog  i s  the
r igh t  pe t  fo r  you  a t  th i s  t ime  in  your  l i f e .  A l though  long-ha i red  dogs  l i ke  a  Ma l tese ,
Pek inese ,  o r  Yorksh i re  Ter r ie r  as  beau t i fu l  w i th  the  long  ha i r ,  do  you  have  the  t ime  to
spend grooming them to  keep the i r  coa ts  f ree  f rom mats?

What  i s  your  energy  leve l?   A re  you  a  couch  po ta to  o r  an  exerc i se  gu ru?   Mas t i f f s  and
Ma l tese  a re  low energy  dogs  tha t  need  l i t t l e  exe rc i se  wh ich  many  no t  be  a  good  f i t  f o r
an  exerc i se  gu ru . .   On  the  o the r  hand ,  a  Jack  Russe l l ,  a l though  a  sma l l  dog ,  i s  ve ry
h igh  energy  and  needs  to  bu rn  up  energy .  Herd ing  dogs  l i ke  a  Border  Co l l i e ,  needs
exerc ise  to  con t ro l  the i r  na tu ra l  he rd ing  ins t inc t .   O therw ise ,  they  a re  go ing  to  f i nd  an
out le t  by  herd ing  ch i ld ren ,  fu rn i tu re ,  e tc .

How much  space  do  you  have?    Do  you  have  a  fenced  ya rd?   Where  a re  you  go ing  to
exerc i se  the  dog?   These  fac to rs  a re  impor tan t  i n  dec id ing  wha t  s i ze  dog  you  wou ld
l i ke .   A  g rea t  Dane  in  an  e f f i c iency  w i l l  have  you  bo th  t r i pp ing  over  each  o ther .  A

bu l ldog  is  low energy ,  so  they  are  good fo r  apar tment  dwe l l ing .
Without  a yard,  where are you going to take the dog for  bathroom
breaks?   I f  i t  i s  ra in ing  o r  snow ing ,  the  dog  s t i l l  needs  to  use
the  ba th room.  Dachshunds  love  to  d ig ,  so  how a re  you  go ing
to  con t ro l  t ha t  na tu ra l  i ns t i nc t?

F inanc ia l l y ,  how much  can  you  spend  to  p rov ide  fo r  a  dog .
Pe t  expenses  can  add  up  and  you  need  to  an t i c ipa te  wha t
you  can  t ru l y  a f fo rd .   I f  t he re  i s  an  emergency  wha t  can  you
a f fo rd?   Cer ta in  b reeds  a re  known fo r  med ica l  i ssues .   Fo r
examp le ,  h ip  dysp las ia  o f ten  s t r i kes  o lde r  German Shepards
and  S t .  Bernards .  A  100  pound  dog  w i l l  ea t  more  dog  food
than  a  sma l l  dog .  Whereas  a  sma l l  dog  w i l l  ea t  l ess  dog  food ,
they  need  a  dog  food  tha t  packs  a l l  t he  nu t r i en ts  i n  a  sma l l
amoun t .   Don ’ t  f o rge t  to  add  in  vacc ina t ion  cos ts  p lus  your
month ly  hear tworm,  f l ea  con t ro l ,  e tc .  A lso ,  remember  hav ing
a  dog  i s  a  l ong  te rm commi tmen t .

Do  you  wan t  a  puppy  o r  an  o lde r  dog?   An  o lde r  pe t  no rma l l y
i s  ca lmer  and  tamer  than  a  puppy  and  o f ten  a re  housebroken .
Pupp ies  a re  adorab le– remember  tha t  cu te ,  adorab le  puppy
w i l l  g row in to  an  adu l t  dog  tha t  may  we igh  100  o r  more
pounds .   A lso ,  do  you  have  the  t ime  to  t ra in  a  puppy  as  those
cu te  “hab i t s ” ,  i f  no t  co r rec ted ,  w i l l  be  no t  be  apprec ia ted  in
an  o lde r  dog .   Fo r  examp le  a  puppy  jump ing  on  you  may  be
cu te  bu t  knock  you  down when  the  puppy  become a  100  pound
adu l t .   Cons ide r  the  l i f e  expec tancy  o f  the  b reed .

Research  the  b reeds  in  wh ich  you  a re  in te res ted .   Each  b reed
has  i t s  own  h is to ry  and  reason  fo r  be ing  b red  wh ich  i s  pa r t
o f  i t s  gene t i c  code .   Unders tand ing  why  the  b reed  was  b red
and  how tha t  w i l l  impac t  i t s  da i l y  behav io rs  as  th i s  w i l l  he lp
you  f i nd  the  r i gh t  dog .

Are  you  a  dominan t  pe rson  o r  more  submiss ive?   Who i s  go ing
to  be  the  leader  o f  the  pack?  As  w i th  dogs  the  mos t  dominan t
person  i s  the  leader  and  expec ts  to  be  obeyed .

I f  you  have  ch i l d ren ,  a  sma l l  f i ve  pound  dog  can  eas i l y  be
in ju red  as  the  ch i l d  does  no t  unders tand  how to  ho ld  and
hand le  the  dog .   Ch i ' s  a re  a  bund le  o f  energy  ye t  ve ry  de l i ca te
easy  to  b reak  a  bone .

I t  i s  impor tan t  tha t  you  ag ree  as  a  fami l y  on  the  t ype  o f  dog
you  w i l l  pu rchase .   A lso ,  eve ryone  needs  to  be  invo lved  in
the  ca re  o f  the  dog  as  the  dog  w i l l  cons ide r  eve ryone  to  be
par t  o f  the  pack .

In  Oc tober  o f  2009 ,  the re  was  a  ra id
on a proper ty  in  Dubl in  GA conta in ing

aggress ion .  38  o f  the  dogs  rema in .   I
received a call from a local reporter asking
i f  I  cou ld  he lp  t  o  p lace  these  dogs  by
March 31st. The lease on the kennel where
they are being housed expires at the end
of the month. The majority of these dogs
were just  l i t ters when they were seized.

I f  you  have  even  been  on  a  h i ke  on  a  warm spr ing  day
and  come home to  pu t  your  fee t  up  on ly  to  d i scover  a  t i ck
on  your  socks  o r  shoes  then  you  know the  inconven ience
these  pes ts  can  cause .  No  doub t  you  have  a l so  fe l t  t he
annoy ing  s t i ng  o f  a  mosqu i to  b i te  wh i le  ba rbequ ing  on
the  back  pa t io .

What  you  m igh t  no t  know i s  tha t  these  pes ts  a re  more
than  jus t  an  inconven ience ;  they  ca r ry  d i seases  tha t  can
be deadly  to  your  dog.  Whi le  humans are somet imes af fec ted
by  t i ck  bo rne  d i seases ,  we  a re  more  suscep t ib le  to  d i seases
spread  by  mosqu i toes .  In te res t ing ly  enough  the  d i seases
tha t  a f fec t  us  can  no t  be  sp read  to  ou r  dogs  and  v i ce
versa .  There  a re  a  va r ie ty  o f  d i seases  caused  by  mosqu i to
and  t i ck  b i tes  among  dogs  inc lud ing  Hear tworm,  Lyme,
Anap lasmos is  and  Ehr l i ch ios i s .

1.  Heartworm Disease is a disease contracted when a mosquito
car ry ing  m ic roscop ic  hear tworm la rvae  o f  a  paras i t i c  worm
feeds  on  your  dog  and  those  la rvae  a re  t rans fe r red  to
your  dog .  They  en te r  th rough  the  sk in ,  then  t rave l  th rough
the  b loods t ream and  even tua l l y  se t t l e  and  g row in  the
r igh t  s ide  o f  the  hear t  and  the  a r te r ies  o f  the  lungs .  Once
there ,  the  pa ras i tes  w i l l  g row un t i l  t hey  reach  a  leng th
o f  10  to  12  inches  a t  ma tu r i t y .  Hear tworm d isease  causes
lung  d isease  and  hear t  fa i l u re  and  i s  o f ten  fa ta l .  Wh i le
easy prevented through monthly topical or ingested ivermectin
t rea tmen ts ,  hear tworms  con t inue  to  be  a  ma jo r  hea l th
p rob lem fo r  dogs  th roughou t  the  Un i ted  S ta tes .

2 .  Lyme d isease  i s  caused  when  a  dog  i s  b i t t en  by  a  t i ck
carry ing a spi rochete bacter ium and t ransmits that  bacter ium
to  your  dog .  The  mos t  common ca r r ie r  o f  Lyme d isease  i s
the  deer  t i ck ,  a  ve ry  sma l l  b lack  legged  t i ck .  Lyme d isease
can  be  d i f f i cu l t  t o  de tec t ,  bu t  can  p resen t  symptoms such
as  lameness ,  pa in fu l  o r  swo l len  jo in ts  and  swo l len  l ymph
nodes .  Lyme d isease  a t tacks  the  k idneys  and  when  le f t
un t rea ted  can  cause  para lys i s ,  k idney  fa i l u re  and  poss ib l y
dea th .  Ins tances  o f  Lyme d isease  a re  mos t  p reva len t  i n
the  Nor th ,  and Midwest ;  however ,  i s  p resent  in  the  major i t y
o f  the  coun t ry .  In fec t ion  can  occur  w i th in  24  hours  and
can  be  p reven ted  th rough  mon th ly  top ica l  t rea tmen ts  and
in  some cases ,  vacc ina t ions .

3 .  Anap lasmos is  i s  o f ten  re fe r red  to  as  dog  t i ck  feve r  and
is  caused  by  the  anap lasma bac te r ia  t ransmi t ted  by  the
same t i ck  tha t  causes  Lyme d isease ,  the  deer  t i ck .  A  s im i la r
fo rm o f  Anap lasmos is  i s  ca r r ied  by  the  b rown dog  t i ck .
Bo th  fo rms  cause  s t i f f ness  in  the  jo in ts ,  h igh  feve r ,  l oss
o f  appe t i te ,  vomi t i ng ,  d ia r rhea  and  neck  pa in .  Dogs  show
symptoms 10-14  days  a f te r  be ing  b i t ten .



T h e  d i s e a s e  c a n  b e  t r e a t e d  w i t h  a n t i b i o t i c s  o v e r  a  f o u r
w e e k  p e r i o d  a n d  m o s t  d o g s  r e s p o n d  w e l l  t o  t r e a t m e n t ;
h o w e v e r ,  s o m e  d e v e l o p  i m m u n e  s y s t e m  p r o b l e m s  a f t e r
i n f e c t i o n .  A n a p l a s m o s i s  i s  m o s t  c o m m o n  i n  a r e a s  a f f e c t e d
b y  L y m e  d i s e a s e ,  b u t  i s  f o u n d  a l l  o v e r  t h e  c o u n t r y .
T h e  d i s e a s e  i s  e a s i l y  p r e v e n t e d  t h r o u g h  t h e  s a m e  t o p i c a l
t r e a t m e n t s  t h a t  p r o t e c t  a g a i n s t  o t h e r  t i c k  b o r n e  d i s e a s e s .

4 .  E h r l i c h i o s i s  i s  s i m i l a r  t o  A n a p l a s m o s i s ;  h o w e v e r ,  i t
i s  m o s t  c o m m o n  i n  t h e  g u l f  c o a s t  a n d  s o u t h e r n  r e g i o n s
o f  t h e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  a n d  i s  t r a n s m i t t e d  t h r o u g h  t h e
b r o w n  d o g  t i c k  o n l y .  T h i s  t i c k  i s  s l i g h t l y  l a r g e r  t h a n
i t s  d e e r  t i c k  r e l a t i v e  a n d  e a s i e r  t o  s p o t  o n  p e o p l e  a n d
a n i m a l s .  T h i s  d i s e a s e  c a n  i n c u b a t e  f o r  u p  t o  5  y e a r s
b e f o r e  s h o w i n g  s y m p t o m s .  S y m p t o m s  i n c l u d e  h i g h  f e v e r ,
l e t h a r g y ,  l o s s  o f  a p p e t i t e ,  b r u i s e s  o n  t h e  s t o m a c h  a n d
r u n n y  e y e s  a n d  n o s e s .

C h r o n i c  c a s e s  p r e s e n t  w i t h  s e v e r e  b l e e d i n g  d i s o r d e r s ,
a n e m i a ,  t h r o m b o c y t o p e n i a ,  l a m e n e s s  a n d  l e f t  u n t r e a t e d
a l w a y s  r e s u l t  i n  d e a t h .  E a r l i e r  s t a g e s  c a n  b e  t r e a t e d
w i t h  s t e r o i d s  a n d  a n t i b i o t i c s ;  h o w e v e r ,  t r e a t m e n t  p e r i o d s
a r e  l e n g t h y  a n d  t h e  p r o g n o s i s  i s  n o t  a l w a y s  f a v o r a b l e .
T r e a t m e n t s  m i g h t  a l s o  i n c l u d e  b l o o d  t r a n s f u s i o n s  a n d
o t h e r  l i f e - s a v i n g  m e a s u r e s .  W h i l e  t o p i c a l  t i c k  t r e a t m e n t s
a re  h i gh l y  e f f ec t i ve ,  t hey  do  no t  gua ran tee  100% p ro tec t i on .

W i t h  t h e  w a r m e r  m o n t h s  c o m i n g  o n ,  a n d  e v e n  w i t h  t h e
w e a t h e r  a s  i t  i s  i n  F l o r i d a ,  i t   i s  i m p o r t a n t  t o  k e e p
y o u r  d o g  o n  a  m o n t h l y   h e a r t w o r m  p r e v e n t a t i v e ,  a l o n g
w i t h  a  g o o d  f l e a   a n  d  t i c k  p r e v e n t a t i v e s .   W e  a l s o   p u t
e u c a l y p t u s   o i l  i n  t h e i r  s h a m p o o s ,  a s  w e l l  a s  i n  a  s p r a y
b o t t l e  t o  s p r a y  t h e m   w i t h  t o  h e l p  p r e v e n t   t h e   i n f e s t a t i o n
o f  f l e a s  a n d  t i c k s .
