Teaching An Abused Dog to Trust

Hello, my name is Gizmo and | have surely given
months of hard times to my mom. You see | was
abused and | did not want to trust. | would wag
my tail and then bite as soon as anyone tried to
handle me. Overtime | have learned that my mom
will not hurt me and now | can't wait to get in her
lap and lay on my back cuddled like a baby so she
will rub my tummy until | begin to snore. Yep, its
taken a long time but | am glad she was patient
with me. | want to share a few tips about workign
with dogs like me.

Often you will come across a dog that has been abused
at one point in his life. These dogs are difficult to
deal with as the normal things we do causes them
anxiety and fear. You can, however, increase your
chances of teaching an abused dog to trust with a
few simple changes in approach and a lot of patience.

When interacting, bend down to appear less threatening.
When talking, keep your voice low and cheerful. A

loud or frustrated tone will cause fear. Call the

dog to you don’t approach. If he makes an effort to
obey, praise him. Don’t wait for him to obey completely.

Remember, he may be used to getting hit when he
approaches someone.

When you do get to pet this dog, avoid his head.
Keep your hand palm up as he approaches you and
gently rub under his chin or on his chest. Rubbing
either spot tends to calm a dog. If he moves to step
backward, let him retreat. In time, he will stay longer.

When a dog is nervous or scared, he will often wet
the floor involuntarily. If this should happen, itis
important not to allow your frustration to show. It
is not a deliberate attempt at disobeying and will
likely disappear as he gains trustin you.

Keep any sessions short, with just a few minutes of
actual touch each time. You can gradually increase
the time as his trust grows. If your initial attempts
fail, try this. Often, just sitting quietly and waiting
for him to approach you will make him feel comfortable.

A once-abused dog can be as trusting and loving as
any other. All it takes is patience on the part of
those in his life. A crouching position, low voice
and appropriate touch will win him over eventually.

Bravo’'s Bodacious Heaty Burger
Stew

Yield: About 9 cups

1 pound ground beef or turkey

1/2 pound millet

1/2 pound spinach, chopped

1/2 pound carrots, coarsely chopped
2 cloves garlic, chopped

2 tablespoons kelp powder

4 to 6 cups spring water

Combine all ingredients in a stainless-steel pot with enough
water to coverBring to a boil, then lower heat and simmer
for 30 minutes, or until the carrots are tendemove
from heat, and allow to cooWith an electric hand mixer

or afood processopblend into a puree. Using plastic containers,
divide into meal-sized portions. Refrigerate 3 days worth
and freeze the rest.

Salmon andVeggie Patties

Yield: 4 servings / Serving Size: 1-1/2 inch patty
1/4 cup coarsely chopped green beans

1/4 cup coarsely chopped sweet potatoes

1/4 cup coarsely chopped zucchini

1/4 cup coarsely chopped yellow squash

1/2 cup spring water

1/2 pound wild salmon

1/4 cup orange juice

1 teaspoon grated Parmesan cheese

1 teaspoon plain yogurt

Combine the green beans, sweet potatoes, zucchini, yellow
squash and water in a large skillet over medium heat. Bring
to a boil, then add the salmon. Cover and steam for 5 minutes,
or until the fish flakes easily when tested with a fork.
Cooltoroom temperature, then transfer to a food processor
Add the orange juice, Parmesan cheese and yogurt and
blend well. Shape into patties and either serve right away
or store in the refrigerator .

Freeze any portions you won't use within 2 to 3 days.

Mange

Dog mange is a common skin disease in canines that is
characterized by heavy itching caused by parasitic mites
that burrow either on the skin or hair follicles of the
dog. This discomforting skin condition when worsened
can lead to scaling and scabbing of the skin.

There are three types of Demodectic mange infestations,
according to their areas:

1. Localized areas such as the face.

2. Generalized, which means that the parasite infestation
can be found all over the body.

3. Demotectic Pododermatitis, a localized infection found
on the dog’s paws.

There are some breeds that are more likely to get an
uncontrolled infestation than other breeds, like the pug,
Chihuahua, and Boston Terrier, to name a few.

Demodectic mange is caused when the population of
the mite, Demodex Canis, can no longer be keptin check
by the immune system of the dog. That means to say
that this mite is often already presentin the dog’s body,
as early as birth because the dam can pass it on to her
whelp, but will ordinarily not cause any problems up
and until itis triggered.

The symptoms of a Demodectic mange infestation in
newborn puppies often do not manifest until they are
four months of age, and will happen only if their immune
system cannot keep the mange population in check, or
if they go through an experience that will lower their
immune system.

Treatments for Demodectic mange is often topical or
localized and not ingested. There are shampoos and
soaps for milder infestations, and medical baths for the
more serious ones. Oral medications are given only in
cases where secondary infections from microorganisms
and harmful bacteria exist.

The infestation is easy to cure, but there are times that
these infestations will recur in dogs. Unlike Sarcoptic

mange, this type of mange cannot be passed on to people,
but there are certain types of Demodectic mange that
will thrive on human skin.

Sarcoptic mange is a very contagious infestation and
if you have more than one furry pet (cats included) in

your house, you need to isolate the one that has the
mites as soon as you can, and get to cleaning all the
