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Bi joux ’ s  Seafood Gumbo for Cats
Yield:  About  10 cups /  Serv ing Size:  ½ cup

1 ½ pounds wi ld shr imp (fresh, i f  possible or f rozen, never
canned)
½ pound celery,  coarsely chopped
½ pound sweet  potatoes,  coarse ly  chopped
¼ pound yel low squash, coarsely chopped
¼ pound col lard greens,  chopped
3 ounces canned clams with juice
2 ounces whole oats
1 tab lespoon kelp powder
4 to 6 cups spr ingwater

Combine al l  of the ingredients in a stainless steel pot with
enough water to cover.  Br ing to a boi l ,  then lower the heat
and simmer for 30 minutes, or unt i l  the sweet potatoes are
tender.  Remove from the heat and let  cool .  With an electr ic
hand mixer,  or using a food processor and working in
batches, blend al l  the ingredients into a nice puree. Using
Ziploc bags or plast ic yogurt  containers,  make up meal-
sized port ions and freeze whatever you won’t  use within 2
days

wi ld  crabmeat ,  cooked and cooled
½ cup mixed salad greens

1 teaspoon ol ive oi l
1 tablespoon cot tage cheese or p la in yogurt

In a smal l  bowl,  toss and combine the shr imp, salad
greens, sprouts and ol ive oi l .  Transfer to serving dishes
and top wi th the cot tage cheese before serv ing.

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Heat  S t roke

Summer is here so Ol iv ia wanted to share some t ips:

Heats t roke  occurs  when norma l  body  mechan isms cannot
keep the body’s temperature in a safe range. Animals do not
have eff ic ient cool ing systems ( l ike humans who sweat) and
get overheated easi ly. A dog with moderate heatstroke (body
temperature f rom 104º to 106ºF) can recover wi th in an hour
i f  g iven prompt  f i rs t  a id  and veter inary  care  (normal  body
temperature is 100-102.5°F). Severe heatstroke (body temperature
over 106ºF) can be deadly and immediate veterinary assistance
is needed.

S igns
A dog suffering from heatstroke wil l  display several signs:
· Rapid panting
· Bright red tongue
· Red or pale gums
· Thick, st icky sal iva
· Depression
· Weakness
· Dizziness
· Vomit ing - sometimes with blood
· Diarrhea
· Shock
· Coma

What you should do
Remove the  dog  f rom the  ho t  a rea  immed ia te ly.  P r io r  to
tak ing  h im to  your  ve ter inar ian ,  lower  h is  tempera ture  by
wett ing him thoroughly with cool water (for very small dogs,
use  lukewarm water ) ,  then  inc rease  a i r  movement  a round
him with a fan. CAUTION:  Using very cold water can actually
be counterproduct ive .  Coo l ing  too  qu ick ly  and espec ia l ly
al lowing his body temperature to become too low can cause
other life-threatening medical conditions. The rectal temperature
should be checked every 5 minutes. Once the body temperature
is  103ºF,  the  coo l ing  measures  shou ld  be  s topped  and  the
dog should be dr ied thoroughly  and covered so he does not
continue to lose heat. Even if the dog appears to be recovering,
take him to your veter inar ian as soon as possible.  He should
st i l l  be examined s ince he may be dehydrated or  have other
complications.

Allow free access to water or a children’s rehydrating solution
i f  the  dog  can  d r ink  on  h is  own.  Do  no t  t r y  to  fo rce - feed
cold water;  the dog may inhale i t  or  choke.
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Prevent ion
Any pet that cannot cool himself off is at risk for heatstroke. Following
these guidel ines can help prevent ser ious problems.

· Keep pe ts  w i th  p red ispos ing  cond i t ions  l i ke  hear t  d isease,
obes i t y,  o lde r  age ,  o r  b rea th ing  p rob lems coo l  and  in  the  shade .
Even normal act ivi ty for these pets can be harmful.

· Provide access to water at  a l l  t imes.

· Do  no t  l eave  your  pe t  i n  a  ho t  pa rked  ca r  even  i f  you ’ re  in
the shade or  wi l l  only be gone a short  t ime.  The temperature ins ide
a parked car  can quick ly  reach up to140 degrees.

· Make sure outs ide dogs have access to shade.

· On a hot day, restr ict exercise and don’t take your dog jogging
wi th  you .  Too much exerc ise  when the  weather  i s  very  ho t  can  be
dangerous.

· Do not muzzle your dog.

· Avoid places l ike the beach and especial ly concrete or asphalt
areas where heat  is  ref lected and there is  no access to shade.

· Wet t ing  down your  dog  w i th  coo l  wa te r  o r  a l low ing  h im to
swim can help maintain a normal body temperature.

· Move your  dog to  a  coo l  area of  the house.  A i r  condi t ion ing
is one of the best ways to keep a dog cool, but is not always dependable.
To prov ide  a  coo ler  env i ronment ,  f reeze water  in  soda bot t les ,  o r
p lace  i ce  and  a  sma l l  amount  o f  wa te r  in  severa l  resea lab le  food
s to rage  bags ,  then  wrap  them in  a  towe l  o r  tube  sock .  P lace  them
on the f loor for  the dog to lay on.
