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Dogs and Cats Forever, Inc. is a no kill animal sanctuary open to the public between the hours of
10:00 am and 4:00 pm, Tuesday through Sunday and located in 5t. Lucie County, Florida.

The sanctuary was founded on the principle that every animal is entitles

to a loving and safe home. Any healthy pet will have a permanent home for the duration

of its natural life at the sanctuary.

It took four long years of extensive planning and fund raising to get the sanctuary up and running.
The sanctuary is located on 10 acres of land in 5t. Lucie County. It is a not-for-profit, tax exempt
sanctuary totally dependent on donations and endewments. Dogs and Cats Forever is not
affiliated with any other animal agency or rescue group.

The Officers and Members of the sanctuary are all unpaid volunteers who spend countless hours
in the care and feeding of the animals. There is a caretaker on the premises 24 hours a day
and two part-time employees who assist the caretaker at the facility.

Because | am so tiny and cannot
write very well, | asked Mom if we could do pictures as they
speak better than words. | also wanted to feature some of the
rescues and organizations which assisted in rescuing, boarding
and transporting the new arrivals. So while Lezais, Grampy
Smooches, and Dinky had fun doing that task, Mom was busy
working with the new arrivals. The new rescued animals included
a kitten whose eye popped out; a kitten with a crushed pelvis;
a blind kitten; two kittens with broken legs; and one with
huge infected wound on her back and her kittens. The dogs
include one with gunshot wounds, another with a dislocated
hip; one with an embedded collar; one with tumors and a blind

Dr Pilkington and my mom
talked on the phone and he explained that | was getting worse
not better. He knows my mom and she said well lets keep
trying. Everyone was praying forme and even people iAustrialia
were sending me healing prayers. Slowly but surely | began to
improve. The restis history. | am now with my mom and each
day | am getting better. 1 can even go potty by myself. | have
some footissues that we are working on and | get to go swimming
to help me too. | have
a long way to go but g

Healthy Cornucopia for Dogs

Yield: About 8 Cups

1/2 cup brown rice

1/2 cup celerycoarsely chopped

1/2 cup carrots, coarsely chopped

1/2 cup acorn squash (or yellow squash), coarsely choppec
1/2 cup zucchini, coarsely chopped

1/2 cup tofu

1/2 cup portabella mushrooms, coarsely chopped

1 tablespoon tamari (or natural soy sauce)

Dash of oregano

Dash of rosemary

4 to 6 cups spring water

Combine all ingredients in a stainless steel pot with enough
water to coverBring to a boil then lower the heat, cover
and simmer for 1 hoymor until the rice is tendeRemove

from the heat and let cool. Serve atroom temperature
topped with one or all of the following condiments:
Parmesan cheese, yogurt, a sprig of parsletyeaspoon
crushed garlic or 1 teaspoon freshly grated gingksing
plastic containers, make up meal-sized portions and freeze
whatever you won't use within 3 or 4 days.

51to 7 cups springwater

Combine all of the ingredients in a stainless steel pot with
enough water to coveBring to a boil, then lower the heat
and simmer for 30 minutes, or until the vegetables are
tender Remove from the heat and let co®lith an electric
hand mixeror using a food processor and working in
batches, blend all the ingredients into a nice puree. Using
Ziploc bags or plastic yogurt containers, make up meal-
sized portions and freeze whatever you won’t use within 3
days.
