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A Few Words on Health from Lady Bird

Bird might have enjoyed her trip to Georgia and dressing up for Halloween
but she wanted to share some news about the HIN1 virus with our readers.

| She wanted you to know that there are now cases with animals as well and it
can be just as deadly as the human virus. Please read below.

The canine influenza virus is an influenza Type A H3N8 virus, and the feline
version is Type A H5N1 influenza virus. (The numbers and letters after the
type denote the numbers and types of proteins on the surface of the virus.
The letter H stands for hemagglutinin and the letter N stands for neuramini-
. dase.2) Transmission: As with most infectious respiratory diseases, dogs
housed in close quarters (kennels, shelters) and situations where there is lots
of "dog traffic" (dog day care, grooming/training, vet clinics) are most at risk. There is no evidence to date

that this virus infects humans.

Clinical signs:  Similar to other influenza infections, this virus causes respiratory signs of sneezing, nasal
discharge and coughing. Fever may occur, but not often.

Diagnosis: Because these signs are the same as many other respiratory infections, a special test is neces-
sary to diagnose the H3N8 virus. This test is called a PCR test (polymerase chain reaction) and usually two
samples are submitted over a 2 week period to positively identify infection.

H3N8 Treatment:  Treatment for this disease is supportive; making sure that the dog maintains appetite,
extreme coughing is controlled, and monitoring for fever or development of more serious complications, such
as pneumonia.

H3N8 Vaccine: The U. S. Department of Agricultureds Ani mal
has conditionally approved the first vaccine for the canine H3N8 virus on June 23, 2009. The canine influ-
enza vaccine (CIV) is made from a killed virus.

Who is spreading what virus? It is interesting to note that birds play an im-
portant role in the spread of all influenza A viruses. From the CDC: "Wild
birds are the primary natural reservoir for all subtypes of influenza A viruses
and are thought to be the source of influenza A viruses in all other ani-
mals."Influenza A viruses are found in many different animals, including
ducks, chickens, pigs, whales, horses and seals.

Wild birds are the primary natural reservoir for all subtypes of influenza A
viruses and are thought to be the source of influenza A viruses in all other
animals. Most influenza viruses cause asymptomatic or mild infection in
birds; however, the range of symptoms in birds varies greatly depending on
the strain of virus. Infection with certain avian influenza A viruses (for exam-
ple, some strains of H5 and H7 viruses) can cause widespread disease and
death among some species of wild and especially domestic birds such as
chickens and turkeys.

Pigs can be infected with both human and avian influenza viruses in addi- T

tion to swine influenza viruses. Infected pigs get symptoms similar to humans, such as cough, fever and

runny nose. Because pigs are susceptible to avian, human and swine influenza viruses, they potentially may

be infected with influenza viruses from different species (e.g., ducks and humans) at the same time. If this
happens, it is possible for the genes of these viruses to mix and create a new virus. For example, if a pig were
infected with a human influenza virus and an avian influenza virus at the same time, the viruses could mix
(reassort) and produce a new virus that had most of the genes from the human virus, but a hemaggluti-

nin and/or neuraminidase from the avian virus. The resulting new virus  would likely be able continued

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to infect humans and spread from person to person, but it would have surface proteins (hemagglutinin and/
or neuraminidase) not previously seen in influenza viruses that infect humans. This type of major change in
the influenza.

2009 influenza A (H1N1) is a new flu virus of swine origin that first caused illness in Mexico and the United
States in March and April, 2009. This virus was
ing showed that many of the genes in this new virus were very similar to influenza viruses that normally oc-
cur in pigs (swine) in North America. But further study has shown that this new virus is very different from
what normally circulates in North American pigs. It has two genes from flu viruses that normally circulate in
pigs in Europe and Asia and bird (avian) genes and human genes. Scientists call this a "quadruple reassor-
tant" virus.

While rare, there have been human infections from pigs. In this current case of swine flu, a pig virus mixed

with a human virus at some point in time to produce the new strain that is being passed human -to-human.

This allows for quick spread of this virus in the human population. Because this is a newly created
(reassorted) virus, humans do not have any immunity from previous exposures as with "regular" viruses.

Summary: "To date, there is no evidence that domestic cats have a role in the natural transmission cycle of

H5N1 viruses" and "the European Center for Disease Prevention and Control has issued preliminary recom-

mendations for cat owners living in H5N1 -affected areas. These include keeping domestic cats indoors to
prevent exposure to potentially infected birds and avoiding contact with semi -domestic and feral cats living

outside the home." Report from the CDC

Summary: "To date, there is no evidence of transmission of canine influenza virus from dogs to people and

there has not been a single reported case of human infection with the canine influenza virus. However, hu-
man infections with new influenza viruses (against which the human population has little immunity) would
be concerning if they occurred. Influenza viruses are constantly changing and it is possible for a virus to
change so that it could infect humans and spread easily between humans." CDC Key Facts Sheet
