32 ounce container vanilla yogurt 

2 pureed bananas (or 2 jars of pureed all natural baby food fruit varieties) 

2 tablespoons peanut butter 

2 tablespoons honey & ½ tsp pure vanilla extract 

Blend all together and freeze in either 3 ounce paper cups or ice cube trays. Micro-

wave a few seconds before serving to soften. Decorate with fresh blueberries  and

                                  1 - 16 ounce can of beans (kidney, pinto, white etc. rinsed and drained) 

                         1 ï 16 ounce package of low-fat cheddar cheese 

                         2   cups cooked and chopped turkey breast 

                               2 cup chopped cooked vegetables (carrots, broccoli, beets etc.) 

                               3 cups 2% milk 

                               1 cup yellow cornmeal 

                               4 eggs 

 

Grease a large casserole with olive oil then layer the first 4 ingredients. To make the cornmeal 

topping, bring the milk to a boil, and begin to gradually whisk in the cornmeal. Let sit for 

about 15 minutes as cornmeal absorbs the milk. Once cooled beat in the 4 eggs and ½ the 

cheese. Spread mixture on top of the layered casserole and sprinkle with remaining cheese. 

Bake at 375 degrees till golden, about 20 to 25 minutes. 

Cool and serve.
